Instructions for installation of
3459-1 and 3459-2 Pair Splitter

General:

The 3459-1 and 3459-2 Pair Splitters mount on the 3445
Discrete Wire Block, which is mounted on the 3316
Universal Press (Figure 1). Their purpose is to split paired
wires and aid in their alignment to connector contacts in
discrete wire termination.

Pair Splitter

The 3459-1 Pair Splitter has 25 blades of five different
colors, corresponding with the primary color code for the
telecommunications industry (Chart 1). The 3459-2 Pair
Splitter has 33 blades of five different colors
corresponding with the NEMA color code (Chart 2).
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Colors may be substituted or the number of blades
reduced by removing the two screws at the front of the

Pair Splitter and removing the cover from the blade holder Blade
(Figure 2). Seven blade colors may be ordered to produce Holder
your color codes. (See exploded for specific color part \

numbers.)

Installation:

Insert the Pair Spilitter into the Discrete Wire Block by
dropping it in at an angle and then pushing it forward
slightly to engage its slots with the dowels on the Discrete
Wire Block (Figure 3).

Adjustment:

You can check the alignment of the Pair Splitter by visually
sighting from the center blade to the connector (Figure 4).
The blade should line up between the contacts of the
connector as shown. If this is not the case, loosen the two
screws at the front of the Pair Splitter and move the
assembly right or left until the blade lines up properly
(Figure 5).

When you have the Pair Splitter blades aligned
satisfactorily, tighten the adjusting screws.

You are now ready to install a Connector Nest. Choose the
Nest style appropriate to the connector being assembled.
