— Contact Removal Tip 265964-1 (supplied with
all tools except 2-265871-1).

— The Contact Replacement Tip corresponding
to the contact to be replaced.

This sheet describes the use of the various tips. Be
sure to use the proper section of the sheet for your
application.

2. DESCRIPTION

The tools are used to remove ACTION PIN contacts from
panels or printed circuit (pc) boards. Figure 1 shows the
basic tool and the available tips. Figure 2 lists the tool
number, the replacement tip included in the tcol, and
the product used with the tool.

Any tip listed in Figure 2 can be used with the basic tool.
Since each tip is designed for a specific contact, make
sure the tip in use is compatible with the contact being
replaced.

Except for Removal Tip 265964-1, damaged tips should
be replaced. Ram Subassembly 310113-1

removal tip can be replaced as follows:

1. Remove the slotted pin from the tip.
2. Remove the ram subassembly, being careful

1o avoid losing the spring.

3. Making sure that the spring is properly seated
in the tube, install the new ram subassembly.

4, Secure the subassembly with the slotted pin.
Use Loctitet on the pin to ensure that it is secure.
